Statement of Qualifications

The Delano “Block H” PlanCharrette was
an effort to comprehensively plan the 11
acre area known as “Block H” in Down-
town Delano, and consider the future of
the surrounding area including the vacant
parcels adjacent to the railroad tracks.
Over the past few years, the Community
Redevelopment Agency of the City of Del-
ano has completed the acquisition and
prepared for the development of “Block
H” just west of Downtown Delano and im-
mediately east of State Highway 99. The
site represents the only existing major
development opportunity within Delano’s
Central Business District.

The Delano “Block H” Charrette, a four
day collaborative planning event involving
the community, the City, and potential de-
velopers, began with a public workshop,
followed by three days of iterative ‘design-
testing’ and refinement of concepts and
options.

The Charrette ended with the presenta-
tion of two community-supported plans
that were tested and verified by VRPA
Technologies, Inc. (Transportation Plan-
ners) and Strategic Economics (Economic
Advisors) and that balance the needs of
the City and the community with the re-
quirements of qualified and committted
developers. Two developers participated
in the Charrette, and the City is now in the
process of drafting and distributing an
RFQ to potential developers in the area.
