Using the principles of Smart Growth,
Steve Coyle with his former firm, Lennertz
& Coyle, held a six-day Charrette in this
growing suburb of Seattle to design a sev-
en-acre transit-oriented downtown center.
The new town center plan was a collab-
orative effort of city officials, professional
designers, citizens, interest groups, and
business owners. The project included a
master plan, urban regulations, a trans-
portation and parking plan, housing and
mixed-use sample projects, and financial
market feasibility studies. A proposed
light rail station buffering a submerged
highway acts both as a transfer point and
a generator of activity on the new Station
Square.

The project led to changes to the City’s
Comprehensive Plan in 1994. In 2004,
several major mixed-use projects have
been under construction, adding office
space, 15% more retail space and 500
apartments and condos to the existing
Town Center.
