The North Mountain neighborhood 
is made up of nine seperately-owned 
properties, ranging from 1/2  acre 
to 14 acres.  The new zoning allows 
for a variety of lot sizes, from 2,500 
sq.ft. to 12,500 sq.ft.  The potential 
total buildout of the North Mountain 
Neighborhood can accommodate up to 
284 units of housing, in a mixture of live/
work units, apartments, townhouses, 
small and large single family homes. 
Retail development is clustered around 
an open public green that becomes 
the center of the new neighborhood.  
Higher density multifamily residential 
zones surround the core.  Further from 
the core, zoning allows for larger lots 
and less dense development.

The careful placement of a parkway 
defines the boundary between the 
western edge of the neighborhood 
and the Bear Creek floodplain corridor.  
Negotiations between the City of Ashland 

and property owners led to ordinance 
changes that allow the parkway to be 
constructed within the floodplain.  This 
change freed more developable land for 
property owners, compensating them 
for development occuring on only one 
side of the street.  

The plan keeps the floodplain open, 
allowing public access to Bear Creek 
and the surrounding natural landscape.  
North Mountain Neighborhood’s 
unique ordinance creating one-sided 
development adjacent to natural 
corridors has had a significant effect 
on the City’s planning policy and will 
provide many future public benefits for 
Ashland residents.
