In November 2001 Steve Coyle led a team 
to design the New Neighborhood, which 
address the serious lack of affordable 
housing in Teton County. The project 
adheres to the principles of Smart Growth 
and advocates a sustainable future for 
the Jackson area, where people can live 
close to their jobs. The weeklong Charrette 
generated a plan for two connected 
neighborhoods.  Of the potential 1100 
dwelling units, 70% of these lots could be 
within the affordable or attainable cost 
categories as defined by the Teton County 
Housing Authority.

The design process aimed to achieve the 
community’s policies for mixed-use villages 
by organizing future development into 
complete neighborhoods while reflecting 

the history, values and character of 
Teton County.  Public spaces, in the 
forms of linked squares, greens, parks, 
pathways and lanes, create opportunities 
for social interaction. The plan protects 
the site’s natural assets and incorporates 
sustainable design practices. The team 
anticipates emerging lifestyle trends by 
providing a range of housing and work 
options, like “live-work” dwellings.  The New 
Neighborhood is a responsible model for 
affordable housing that leverages private 
investment from a minimal outlay of public 
sector funds.
