In a four-day public Charrette, LCA Town 
Planning & Architecture helped to unite 
the concerns and visions of a progressive 
Community Development Department, 
four seperate property owners, and an 
active citizenry to plan a new neighborhood 
specific plan around a “mixed use node.” 
The result is a plan for a mixed use 
nieghborhood that  provides places for 
community facilities including a school with 
community playfields and additions to the 
existing public fairgrounds. An employment 
district will provide jobs to future residents 
on a previous lumber mill site. A retail 
mainstreet is planned to accommodate a 
small grocery and associated businesses in 
a live-work district around a Neighborhood 

Green. A variety of housing options is 
provided, including garden apartments, 
row houses, duplexes, and small and large 
detached houses.

The new neighborhood can accomate 
each of the four owners’ development 
schedules individually while integrating 
all the properties into one interdepentdent 
community.
